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Lateral Restraint Ties

Twistfix self-drilling Lateral Restraint tie rods anchoring fagade
to the flooring structure via parallel joists - See note 1

1. Drill 14 clearance hole through masonry wall and clear
detritus. Drive self-drilling lateral restraint tie rods into and
through at least two joists. Resin fill hole in masonry to
secure the tie rod to the wall. Make good drill hole to match.

Ties should be spaced at 600mm centres horizontally.
